How does a woman who struggles with control give up all her plans, and desires to the Lord and feel worthy of his love? Does God really sweat the small stuff?  Does he care about our lack of energy or the fact that our children just put sharpie marker on our new couch? Does he care that as a new mom you almost brushed your teeth with diaper crème and you haven't showered in 3 days? What about more serious times when finances or pressures of marriage and relationships threaten to steal any desire we have to keep going? What does God think when we want to lay it all down and escape to Bermuda...alone? Are we still women after God's own heart? What does God say about people in the bible like David who screwed up? Is there room for any mistakes in God's kingdom? Kerri teaches us about how there's nothing we can do to make our God love us more.  In this world of conditions, we have to grasp that surrender means surrendering to God's unconditional love. Most of us haven't experienced unconditional love and we can't even begin to grasp it. But that is the goal that God wants for all of his daughters, to know how much he loves them. He loves them when they burn the pot roast, they go online to find their mates at 1:00 am, they fight with their mothers, kids or spouses. He just loves us period! We have to be willing to admit where we're not healed...depressed, anxious, anger, experienced loss, grief etc. God can heal and will. God Gave You a Boat - Kerri  pinpoints and shares life's rocky times, from childhood to adulthood. When everyone thinks your life if perfect but you're drowning in sorrow, pain, and fear. She talks about how these feelings and fear can take you out of the game of life. Surrender is the key. If we say we're willing to follow the Lord then we have to be willing to "walk through the waters and not drown" like it says in Isaiah 43.  This verse teaches God's promises. He never tells us we're going to drown he gives us the option of "getting in the boat with him." But ultimately we make the choice. Kerri talks about the recent struggles she went through with her mom's breast cancer and recurrence and submitting her own mother's life to the Almighty God no matter what happened. Even if your prayers don't get answered the way you want God is still in it! God never fails. Even when you 're on the floor doing the "ugly cry." That's when you can see God's face.
